Social Documentary Photography is a recording of what the world looks like that focuses on social or environmental themes, often associated with the photographers providing a review on the issues and how people act on them.
Concerned Photography is when somebody uses photography to demonstrate a humanitarian urge to use the pictures that they take to educate and change the world.
Compassionate Photography is when somebody uses photography to connect people across cultures and create empathy by using shared societal problems.
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These photos were part of a Dorothea Lange: Seeing People collection and all show how she used her work to show the resilience and character of the people she photographed. Many of Dorothea’s photos were of migrant workers and poorer communities, she focused a lot on the people, the jobs they did, and the places they lived or worked. Dorothea is viewed as one of the most important documentary photographers of the 20th century. 
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
